A Distressing Case
Martin Dooling, a resident of West Cherry Street and employed as a coal train brakeman on the Philadelphia and 
Reading Railroad, met with an accident while on duty yesterday afternoon that caused his death last night.
While on a coal train between Gordon and Ashland, Dooling put on the brake. As he tightened it, the chain broke, and 
the unfortunate man was thrown to the track. The wheels of the cars following passed over one of his legs crushing it 
in a horrible manner from ankle to hip.
Dooling was removed to the Miners' Hospital and died there at eleven o'clock this morning.
The deceased was about 35 years of age, and a wife and five small children are left to mourn his death. He was a 
popular young man, and much sympathy is expressed for his unfortunate family. At one time he was a member of the 
Annunciation T.A.B. band and was a member of the Annunciation T.A.B. at the time of his death. About a year ago he 
went to Philadelphia and secured a position as brakeman on the Philadelphia and Reading Railroad. He moved back 
to town about two months ago.
